| can do this because | have done it before. In Santa Monica we balanced every budget
and retaining the city’s AAA rating; | fought to build housing and services for homeless
vets; and | led the effort to clean up the Santa Monica Bay so that kids do not get sick
when they swim.

| served as Chairman of the California State Park and Recreation Commission and
fought against a six-lane toll road that would have decimated San Onofre State Beach
and Trestles surf break. We won and protected one of our great coastlines.

e Traffic and gridlock drives away business and steals time we could spend with



our families.

e The drought emergency underlines that Los Angeles County must protect its local
water now.

e Millions depend upon the county for police and fire protection that must be
modernized.

e Education and arts funding must be protected.

I am committed to tackling these tough issues with hard work, innovation and heart.

| will continue my ten-year effort to end homelessness among veterans in Los Angeles.
Phoenix and Salt Lake City have literally ended homelessness among vets. So can we.

I will not settle for anything less than a rail line into LAX so that you can take rail to your
flight and wheel your bag to check in. And | will fight for the Valley’s fair share of
transportation funding.

| will move the county government into the 21 century making it more transparent and
accessible to voters with meetings throughout the county. | will make the public’s access
to information timely instead of putting them on hold.
